FORMATS
(TEACHERS, SCHOOL SERVICE PERSONNEL, ADMINISTRATORS)

The program report format applies to Illinois program reports and addenda program reports that must be submitted for review by an ISBE program panel one year prior to the on-site institutional accreditation review. (Illinois Administrative Rules, Section 25.127).  
Please note that if the program is offered at the undergraduate and graduate level and there are no substantial differences between the two, one program report may be submitted. However, if the program is substantially different at the two levels of preparation, separate program reports must be submitted.  The same requirement applies to alternative certification programs.
NCATE Affiliated Institutions:  Institutions accredited by or seeking NCATE accreditation must submit their program reports to the NCATE Specialized Professional Associations (SPAs).  There are 19 SPA program areas.  If there is no NCATE SPA for the program area, an Illinois program report must be submitted. See pages 3-4 for the list of NCATE SPAs and Illinois program areas.  
Illinois addenda program reports [IAC Section 25.127 (g)] are required if there are Illinois content-area standards not addressed by the NCATE SPA standards.  Program report addenda areas can be found on page 5.  Addenda reports only need to address the sections of the Illinois program report as they apply to the required Illinois standard(s), including reporting on two exemplar activities/assessme
nts.
Proposed Illinois Administrative Rules include the recognition of specialized accrediting organizations (SAOs) that are recognized by either the U.S. Department of Education or the Council for Higher Education Accreditation for the purposes of program review.  A comparison of the SAOs standards with the Illinois Content-Area Standards will be completed to determine if the Illinois standards are met.  An addenda report will be required for programs accredited by the SAOs that have not addressed any identified Illinois standards and a revised rules and “Addenda” list will be developed.
Summary of Illinois Administrative Rules for Program Reports
One year prior to an on-site institutional accreditation review, institutions that prepare teachers, school service personnel, and school administrators must present program reports for each program offered to ISBE and/or, if applicable, to a Specialized Professional Associations (SPA), and/or specialized accrediting organizations (proposed IAC Section 25.127).  The program review is a primary component of the accreditation review of Illinois colleges and universities that offer educational programs leading to state certification.
The Illinois program reports are due no later than one year before the on-site accreditation review will be held.
The program reports must meet the requirements of Illinois Administrative Rules (proposed IAC Section 25.127)
b) Each full program report shall be submitted in the quantity and format prescribed by the State Board of Education and shall contain and shall include all the following information.
1)
A description of the program’s alignment with the unit’s conceptual framework.

2)
A description of the criteria for admission to, retention in, and exit from the program, including the required grade point average and minimum grade requirements for the college or university and how the key assessments used in the program are derived from or informed by the unit’s assessment system (see Section 25.140 of this Part).

3)
Data on candidates enrolled in the program and candidates completing the program, beginning with the most recent academic year for which numbers have been tabulated and including three years’ information if available.  If a program is offered at more than one level (i.e., baccalaureate, post-baccalaureate, or graduate, or as an alternative program), data shall be reported separately for each of these arrangements.

4)
Identification of the faculty members with primary responsibility for preparing professional educators in the program and their qualifications for their positions.

5)
A description of the course of study, including required courses, State standards addressed, and related field experiences or clinical practice as applicable to specified courses.

6)
A description of the required field experiences and clinical practice, including criteria, measures taken to ensure placements in diverse settings and with diverse students, and the program’s requirements for faculty supervision of these experiences.

7)
A description of the key assessments that are required of candidates in the program under Section 25.142 of this Part, including:

A)
the specific standards addressed by each assessment that is used to comply with the requirements of Section 25.142(a)(1)-(4) or Section 25.142(b)(1)-(4), as applicable;

B)
a summary of findings based on data from all the assessments described under subsection (a)(7)(A) of this Section, from the applicable content-area test identified in Section 25.710 of this Part, and from the Assessment of Professional Teaching if applicable, and

C)
a discussion of how the assessment data demonstrate candidates’ mastery of the identified standards.

8)
A description of information related to two or three additional assessments that address relevant standards, if inclusion of this information is desired by the unit offering the program.

The State Board of Education shall review the content-area standards of 

each SPA and each SAO and determine the degree to which those standards are aligned with the comparable standards established by the State Board.  The State Board shall identify any applicable Illinois content-area standards that are not addressed by the standards applied by the relevant SPA or SAO and shall require supplementary evidence from the institution regarding these standards (see subsection (e) of this Section).

e)

As part of the notification provided under subsection (c) of this Section, the 

State Board shall identify for each affected institution any applicable Illinois content-area standards that are not addressed by the standards applied by the relevant SPA.  For each affected program, the institution shall submit to the State Superintendent a concurrent addendum to the program report, which shall be submitted in a format prescribed by the State Board and, by means of two exemplars of activities or assessments, shall describe how the program meets the State standards in question.

· Each program component, while brief and concise, must provide assurances that  the requirements defined in Section 25.127 are addressed, and the program aligns with the NCATE Unit Standards (Edition 2002), particularly Standard 1, which reads as follows:
Candidates preparing to work in schools as teachers or other professional school personnel know and demonstrate the content, pedagogical, and professional knowledge, skills, and dispositions necessary to help all students learn.  Assessments indicate that candidates meet professional, state, and institutional standards.

II.A.  KEY ASSESSMENTS OVERVIEW
An assessment is an evaluated activity or requirement by which a program determines that specific outcomes or standards have been mastered by a candidate.  A program is limited to providing descriptions and data on five to eight “key” assessments.  The reported assessments must be required of all candidates in the program.  Due to the limitation on the number of assessments, it is expected that these assessments will be comprehensive and each would most likely address multiple standards. 

A key assessment may consist of multiple sub-assessments/parts that were administered over time to demonstrate learning/growth.  (Example: action research.)  

It is also possible that a major comprehensive assessment like a portfolio may include several in-depth assessments including evaluations of content knowledge, lesson planning, and student teaching.  In this case, it would be appropriate to use the different components of the portfolio as separate assessments.

Teacher preparation programs must provide a minimum of six assessments, of which the first five types of assessments must be common across all of the unit’s programs.  Programs preparing school administrators or school service personnel must provide a minimum of five assessments.

1. Illinois Content-Area Test

2. Content Assessment (The program is required to have a second content assessment focused on program standards.)
3. Assessment of Candidates’ Ability to Plan Instruction or Plan an Appropriate Environment.
4. Clinical Practice Assessment [Student teaching/internship evaluation of candidates on meeting the institutional (CF outcomes/dispositions) and state standards.]
5. Candidates’ Impact on Students’ Learning (teachers) or on Providing a Supportive Environment for Students’ Learning (other school personnel/administrators).

6b.
Assessment that addresses the standards (other school personnel/administrators)

7. Assessment that addresses the standards (teacher or other school personnel/administrators)
