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Mission:   
Roosevelt University’s founding mission is to provide equal educational 
opportunity to students of all backgrounds. By extension, the College’s mission is 
to prepare educators who welcome and encourage diverse learners and learning 
styles, who understand how to create situations in which all students can grow and 
learn, and who look for opportunities to act upon the world and transform it in 
ways consistent with democratic principles and practices. 
 
Teacher Preparation Programs:   
Roosevelt offers programs leading to Illinois Teacher Certification in Secondary 
(English, Math, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, History, Spanish, Theater, 
Business), Elementary, Early Childhood, Special Education, and Music 
Education.  Accelerated programs are available in Elementary Education and in 
K-12 Music Education.  Practicing teachers can pursue certification as school 
counselors, reading specialists, or educational administrators; Roosevelt also 
offers ESL/Bilingual and Special Education Certificate Approval programs.  The 
Master of Arts in Teacher Leadership prepares teachers for National Board 
Certification. 
 
Student Characteristics:   
Roosevelt students’ average age is 30 years old; students in Education average 31 
years of age, and many come to the College of Education with their B. A. 
completed.  Most education students complete their degrees while working full-
time; 39% are full-time students.  Education students are diverse, with 42% being 
minorities.
