


How Prairie State Achievement Examination (PSAE) Results Are Reported





The PSAE assesses student progress toward meeting the Illinois Learning Standards in five subjects: reading, writing, mathematics, science, and social science. The tests for these subjects are drawn from three components: (1) ISBE-developed test materials, (2) the ACT Assessment, and (3) two Work Keys assessments of workplace skills, which are developed by ACT.
