The requirements below
outline the most common credentials that educators earn to work in a bilingual setting.

Professional Educator License (PEL) Requirements Educator License with Stipulations (ELS) Requirements

Option 1— Hold a PEL + bilingual education endorsement Option 1—- ELS-VIT + passing score on the English Language
(target language) + endorsement for the content area for the Proficiency test
grades to be taught
Option 2 — ELS-TBE + bilingual education endorsement in
target language

Short-Term Approval (STA) Requirements

Option1
STA - Bilingual Education (target language)

v/ PEL (in a teaching field for any grade range)
v One of the following:
B Nine semester hours of coursework in bilingual education
(specific coursework is required)
B A passing score on the appliable Target Language
Proficiency test

These approvals are temporary credentials that allow an educator to immediately
begin teaching while working toward full licensure requirements.
