Allowable Uses for ARP Homeless Il Funds

Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER) I, ESSER II, and American Rescue Plan (ARP)-
ESSER funds are subject to the same allowable use of funds rules as dollars received via the McKinney-Vento
Homeless Assistance Act.

ARP Homeless Il funds are meant to mitigate the burden the pandemic has put on families experiencing
homelessness. Funds should be used to target the immediate needs of families. Funds are supplemental; therefore,
Local Education Agencies (LEASs) should consider how to supplement other funds already being spent to meet the
needs of students experiencing homelessness in this order:

Here are some examples of how to use of ARP Homeless Il funds to supplement other funding sources:

e LEASs can pay for short term stays at a hotel or other temporary housing arrangements for families
experiencing homelessness.

e LEAs can purchase cellphones and Wi-Fi hotspots for students to facilitate participation in school activities.

e LEASs can provide wraparound services. This includes using funds to identify students newly experiencing
housing instability and to eliminate barriers for identified students that have not been engaging with school
because of the pandemic.
