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What is the TEAACH Act?

The lllinois General Assembly passed the TEAACH Act in 2021. It mandates that
every public K-12 school include at least one instructional unit of curriculum
studying the events of Asian American history, beginning in this school year.

This history should include the contributions of Asian Americans in government,
sciences, arts, and the social and political development of the United States.

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What does this mean for educators?

1. Every public school in lllinois is required to teach at
least one unit of Asian American history during the
2022-23 school year and years beyond.

2. Regional Offices of Education are required to monitor
school district compliance with the TEAACH Act during
annual compliance visits to ensure Educators are
implementing TEAACH.

3. Educators should take steps towards becoming more
inclusive in their classrooms and communities.
