School District will undergo programmatic changes insofar as we have new administrative staff in key positions at the district level.
We have a new Asst. Supt. of Pupil Services, Dr. Afina Lockhart along with an entirely new Special Education Department, Ms. Carol
DuClos, and Val Gudgeon. We also have a new Director of English Language Learners, Lissette Brito. Both SPED and ELL teachers
take direct orders from district personnel regarding their curriculum implementation. Evaluation for SPED and ELL teachers is
conducted by both the building principal and the district personnel. Our intent year 2 of the SIG is to have teachers utilize NWEA to
a much greater extent for re-teaching and regrouping purposes as they strive to improve their differentiation practices. This will be
a major thrust as far as programmatic changes.

30. Any applicant not subject to Section 10-21.9 of the School Code certifies that a fingerprint-based criminal history records
check through the Illinois State Police and a check of the Statewide Sex Offender Database will be performed for all its a)
employees, b) volunteers, and c) all employees of persons or firms holding contracts with the applicant, who have direct
